Personal Statement

For almost 40 years I have treated cancer patients as well as cared for hospice patients. In addition to direct patient care, I have performed bench research studying bone marrow progenitor cells in tissue culture and have been involved with cancer clinical trials including ECOG, CALGB and NSABP.  The goal of my ongoing research is to investigate how to improve end-of-life (EOL) cancer care in a community setting using our community’s existing health care structures including hospital with associated cancer center and hospice and palliative care programs.  The current application segues naturally from my prior work which provided a baseline for EOL care in our community.  Intensity of EOL care indicators have been measured and compared to published benchmarks, and associations between indicators and survival were analyzed.  With that background, we are establishing a new model for EOL community cancer care by instituting numerous new initiatives and subsequently again measuring our performance using the same methodology paying particular attention to the indicators that previously exceeded benchmarks, survival, and cost of care
